Teacher:
It has certain questions.  Here’s our stem.  Let’s discuss the stem and leaf plot first.  What do you notice about our stem?  Student A?

Student:
The first one has no tens [inaudible] ones.

Teacher:
That means – excellent.  That means I don’t have anything in the tens place.  This 5 is representing what?  

Student:
Just the 5.

Teacher:
Just 5, five ones.  That means one of the scores of a game was 5.  Another score was 6.  Another score was 7.  Another score was 9.  Our 1 is representing what?  Student T?

Student:
The one is representing 10.

Teacher:
10. So what are my scores that have—

Student:
13, 15, 15, 15, 16.

Teacher:
The first question is how many volleyball games were played?  How do you think I would figure that out?  How many volleyball games were played, just by looking at my stem and leaf plot?  What do you think, Student T?

Student:
I think you count all of the leaves. [Inaudible].

Teacher:
And what did you get when you counted them all?  

Student:
9.

Teacher:
Good, 9.  It tells us that the volleyball games –how many volleyball games were played, it’s asking how many volleyball games were played and it’s telling us these were the total points for each game.  So each game, here are our scores.  We just count them up.  1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9.  Excellent job, Student J.  Okay.  What are the scores?  I want you to list them in your notebook.  What are the scores of the volleyball games?  Not sure why we have calculators in our hand.  They should be off to the side.  What are the scores?  You’re listing the scores of the volleyball game.  That looks like one large number to me.  All right.  What were our scores?  Student C?

Student:
5, 6, 7, 9, 13, 15, 15, [inaudible] and 16.
Teacher:
Excellent.  How many games were scored for the total – had a score of 15 points?  Student A?

Student:
3.

Teacher:
3.  How do you know that, Student A?

Student:
Because there’s only --  it can’t be 5 because there’s no 10 and there’s 3 fives for the 10 on the bottom and there’s one right there, so that can be 10 and a 5 which is 15.

Good job.  
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
